Here are some ideas for what the BIA could do to help small businesses in the area:

4. A map of the area with businesses and points of interest marked for residents, visitors, or people
looking to spend a day in the area. Printed copies to give out at our businesses, QR code decal we could
post in our windows, digital version we could link to from our websites/social.

5. DIY walking tour itineraries for different neighbourhoods, including sights, activities, shopping,
food/drink. These could be posted on the website and social media.

6. More video on the Tecumseh BIA's social media. It's more engaging than static photos.
